SHOW RULES
1. Entries must be grown or produced by the exhibitor.

2. Each exhibitor must have a separate entry form. There is a fee of 20p per entry.
3. Exhibitors must obtain identification tickets before staging. An exhibitor’s card should be placed with each exhibit.

4. Exhibitors must provide their own containers.

5. Staging must be done between 9.15 a.m. and 11.15 a.m., only by the exhibitor and under the guidance of the show stewards.

6. The closing date for entries is Wednesday 14th July 2010   (but see entry form).

7. Exhibits may be reclassified at the judges’ discretion.

8. No exhibitor may remain in the hall during judging, unless on official business.

9. While all care will be taken, Handforth Gardening Society will not be responsible for the loss of or damage to any exhibit or personal property during the show.

10. If an exhibit is deemed not worthy of a prize the judge’s decision will be final.

11. Any objection must be lodged with the Show Secretary not later than 2.30 p.m. on the day of the show, together with a fee of £1, which will be returned if the objection is upheld.

12. Exhibits for sale should be moved to the sale table with an indication of a suitable price at 3:45 p.m. Proceeds of same will go to show funds.

13. No exhibits to be taken from the hall before 4.00 p.m.

14. Prize money is paid on the day of the show between 2.30 p.m. and

4.00 p.m. Prizes not collected are regarded as a donation to show funds.

Hints for New Exhibitors

Exhibiting at a Horticultural Show is not very difficult and there is no special technique that one must learn. It is mostly common sense and gardeners usually have a big fund of that. So why not have a go this year and show that you really do have better flowers, plants and vegetables than your friends.

Here are a few tips to help you on your way:

Cut-Flowers

Always pick your best and most even blooms, free from leaf and petal damage, and arrange them nicely in the proper size and type of container. Use plenty of water to keep them fresh.

Pot Plants

Ensure the plant is free from leaf and bloom damage, remove dead leaves and present a well-balanced plant. Make sure the pot is clean and both the pot and the surface of the soil are free from moss etc.

Vegetables and Fruit

Use good quality produce which has been well washed and cleaned but not polished. Go for uniformity rather than outright size and make sure you exhibit the correct number for each class.

Read the schedule carefully and ensure that your exhibits conform to the regulations.
